IB.2 Sources of Funds

2.1 The Employer has applied for/received a loan/credit from the sources (s)
indicated in the bidding Data in various.currencies towards the cost of the
project specifiedin the bidding data and it is intended that part of the
proceeds of this loan/credit will be applied to eligible payments under the
contract for which these bidding Documents are issued.

IB.3 Eligible Bidders

3.1 This invitation for bids in open to all bidders meeting the following
requirements:

a. Duly licensed by the Pakistan Engineering council (PEC)in the category
relevant to the value of the Works.
b. Duly prequalified / enlisted with the Employer.

IB.4 One Bid per Bidder

4.1 Each bidder shall submit only one bid either by himself, or as a partner in a
joint venture. A bidder who submit or participates in more than one bid
(other than alternatives pursuant to Clause 1B.16) will be disqualified.

IB.5 Cost of Budding

5.1 The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission
of their respective bids and the employer will in no case be responsible or
liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding
process.



IB.6 Site Visit

6.1 The bidders are advised to visit and examine the site of Work and its
surroundings and obtain for themselves on their own responsibility all
information that may be necessary for preparing the bid and entering into a
contract for constretion of the Work. All cost in this respect shall be at the
bidder6s own expense.

6.2 The bidder and any of their personnel or agent will be granted permission by
the Employer to enter upon his premises and lands for the purpose of such
inspection, but oly upon the express condition that the bidders, their
personnel and agents from and against all liability in respect thereof and will
be responsible for death or personal injury, loss of or.damage to property and
any other loss, damage, costs and expemsagred as a result of such
inspection.

lodge a written complaint not™ later. thaiifteen (15) days after the
announcement of the bid evaluation report; however mere fact of lodging a
complaint shall not warrant suspension of the procurement process.

Clarification of Bids

To assist in the examination, evaluation aomimparison of bids, the
Employer may;-at his discretion, ask any bidder for clarification of his bid,
including breakdowns of unit rates. The request for clarification and the
response shall'be in writing but no change in the price or substance of the bid
shall be sought, offered or permitted except as required to confirm the
correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Employer in the evaluation
of the hids in accordance with Clause IB.28.

Examination of Bids and Determination of Responsiveness

Prior to the detailed evaluation of bids, the Employer will determine whether
each bid is substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding
Documents.

A substantially responsive bid is one which (i) meets the eligibility criteria;

(i) has been properly signed; (iii) is accompanied by the required Bid
Security; and (iv) conforms to all the terms, conditions and specifications of
the Bidding Documents, without material deviation or reservation. A material
deviation or reservatiors one (i) which affect in any substantial way the

scope, quality or performance of the Works; (ii)) which limits in any
substanti al way, inconsistent with th
rights or t he bi dder 0s obligations
adqtion/rectification whereof would affect unfairly the competitive position

of other bidders presenting substantially responsive bids.

26.3 If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Employer,
and may not subsequently be made responsive by correction or withdrawal of
the nonconforming deviation or reservation.

IB.27 Correction of Errors

27.1 Bids determined to be suhbstially responsive will be checked by the
Employer for any arithmetic errors. Errors will be corrected by the Employer
as follows.

(a) Where there is a discrepancy between the amounts in figures and
in words, the amount in words will govern: and

(b) Where thee is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line
item total resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the quantity,
the unit rate as quoted.will govern, unless in the opinion of the
Employer there is an obviously gross misplacement of the
decimal wint in the unit-rate, in which case the line item total as
guoted will govern and the unit rate will be corrected.

28.2 In evaluating the Bids, the Employer will determine for each Bid
evaluated Bid Price by adjusting the Bid Price as follows:

(a) making any correction for errors pursuant to Clause 1B.27:

F. AWARD OF CONTRACT
